The Trust of the Messenger (sallallahu alaihi wa sallam) in Allah Ta`ala

● (STORY #1) Jabir (radhiAllahu anhu) says that he was with the Messenger (sallallahu alaihi wa sallam) on a journey and while they were returning, the Prophet (alaihis salam) stopped to rest at noon time at a valley with a lot of thorny trees.  
So all the people went to find shade to rest under the trees and the Messenger (sallallahu alaihi wa sallam) went under the shade of one tree, hung his sword on a branch and lay down to rest.  
Jabir (radhiAllahu anhu) says: We slept for a while, when all of the sudden, we heard the voice of the Messenger (sallallahu alaihi wa sallam) calling us. So we quickly went to him and found a Bedouin sitting there.

Rasulullah (sallallahu alaihi wa sallam) said: This Bedouin here pulled out my sword on me while I was sleeping. When I opened my eyes, he was standing above me, holding the sword over my head.
So he said: Who will save you from me!?

So I said: ALLAH…

Again, a second time the Bedouin said: Who will save you from me?

So I said: ALLAH… 

So the Bedouin put the sword back, and sat down. 

And the Messenger of Allah (sallallahu alaihi wa sallam) did not punish this Bedouin for what he did.
